The Freiburg lecture ,The Beginning of Occidental Philosophy”, held in summer 1932, is of crucial significance.
For the first time, Heidegger presents a key issue of his thoughts on the history of being. They are concerned
with the connection between a “first beginning” and a “recommencement of the initial beginning” which calls
for an abandonment of metaphysical philosophy. The tension between these beginnings is deployed by
analysing the ideas of the thinkers Anaximander and Parmenides who are usually categorized as pre-Socratic.
These literal interpretations show that the very earliest European philosophy indeed offers ideas which may still
astonish and challenge us today. Besides, Heidegger invites the audience (and readers) to follow his unique way
of thinking and thus reveals repeatedly why his academic teaching is one of the most influential of the 20"
century.

Heidegger’s summer semester lecture of 1929 is basically concerned with Fichte. He thoroughly analyses the
outlines of the three principles of the Doctrine of Science of 1794, the foundations of theoretical knowledge and
the science of the practical. After an intermediate remark on Schelling, Heidegger then focuses on Hegel's
philosophy by taking a closer look at The Difference Between Fichte's and Schelling's Systems of Philosophy.
Furthermore, he considers the problem of the beginning in Hegel’s logics. Heidegger’s lecture draft is
supplemented with numerous protocols of individual lectures. Their juxtaposition with corresponding postscripts
provides a high degree of authenticity in this volume. In many cases, Heidegger’s actual lecture transcended his
previously prepared draft and led him to more daring, more acute but also more comprehensive expressions.
Working on Fichte has become an astonishing experience for Heidegger since it has opened, as he himself wrote
in a letter to Jaspers, a whole new world for him. Indeed, Heidegger’s opinion stated at the end of the lecture
that Hegel was superior to Kant can also be applied to Fichte and documents his new attitude towards German
Idealism. After having freed himself of the formal and deductive elements of Fichte’s thought, Heidegger is able
to read the Doctrine of Science as metaphysics of being. Occasionally he explicitly refers to the fundamentally
ontological problems: in interpreting the singularity of thetic judgments he evokes the problem of the origin of
differentiating between categories and existentialities, and in opposing pure and objective activity he points out
the problem of transcendence respectively ontological difference.

How good or bad is the world? This solely depends on how well or poorly individuals in the world are. The world
is the better the better individuals feel. And how well or poorly are individuals? This solely depends on how good
they feel and to what extent their wishes are fulfilled. Individuals are better the better they feel and the more
their wishes are fulfilled.

These two hypotheses are the centre of a concept of ethics which can be referred to as happiness-wish-ethics
because it focuses on hedonic happiness and the fulfillment of wishes. Happiness-wish-ethics belong to welfare
ethics which is fiercely contested. However, it offers many advantages as well. This book intends to show these
advantages by introducing happiness-wish-ethics and defending it against objections which have been raised
against welfare ethics. The key issue is the concept of wishing and its role within happiness-wish-ethics — this is
what this book is investigating. It focuses on irrational, external, asynchronous and adapted wishes — as well as
on wishes of individuals who do not yet exist. It draws an arc from theoretical to applied ethics and can be read
as either an introduction to or a research work on welfare ethics.

.Freedom” and ,responsibility” are the keywords of a concept of the human being which is currently at the
centre of a heated controversy. Especially the neurosciences have been criticizing the interpretation of human
action which is linked with these ideas. The discussion as such, however, is not a new one — it has a long
tradition starting back in Greek antiquity. The central questions of this debate are: are we free, and if so, in
which respect? And: are we responsible, and if so, in what sense?

Pothast’s book offers an analysis of the situation we find ourselves in when we make decisions in favour of
actions and deducts a minimal concept of freedom which can endure even if we think of ourselves as naturally
determinate creatures. A minimum of responsibility can doubtlessly be attributed to them as well. However, the
controversy which has been flaring up again and again since antiquity can still not come to an amicable end.
Human attitudes of self-interpretation and coexistence need to be considered which have been developing for a
long time. This complex situation reveals itself in boldly contradictory tendencies which will eventually lead to a
reopening of the discussion — for example when new knowledge will be introduced or when (again) new ideas
of humanity and coexistence will take hold.

Descartes” Meditations introduced a new era in philosophy: without them, there would be no Critique of Pure
Reason, no Doctrine of Science and no Phenomenology of Spirit. F.-W. v. Herrmann reads the Meditations from
a phenomenological perspective and with regard to the inherent singular attitude of the ‘Cartesian era’: as the
groundwork for the metaphysics of self-consciousness out of self-consciousness. He analyses the six meditations
under the guiding idea of the finiteness of self-consciousness and the problem of transcendence. For finite self-
consciousness takes place in a threefold structure of transcendence. Due to the metaphysics of self-
consciousness, Descartes becomes a precursor of the great modern metaphysics worked out by Spinoza, Leibniz,
Kant, Fichte, Schelling and Hegel — and, besides that, a pathfinder for the transcendental phenomenology of
Edmund Husserl.

This book proposes that modern hermeneutics should be reconstructed as a theory of understanding in the
context of the current theory of mind and semantics. This theoretical background, which is described in a
separate chapter, makes it possible to read the history of hermeneutics in a new light.

Thus it becomes apparent that this new reading can develop fresh historical interpretations and integrates the
most important stages of the history of hermeneutics. Detel also discusses ideas which are most interesting in
the context of the theory of mind, for example antique hermeneutics, Max Weber’s hermeneutics, the
perspective favoured by the logic empiricists and naturalist hermeneutics. Above all, he points out the insights
previously achieved which can lead to a modern conception of hermeneutics.

This book addresses not only specialists but all readers who are interested in the future of understanding
sciences. It wishes to suggest a perspective which allows appreciating the status and the autonomy of the
humanities as well as their relation with the human as such in a new way.

Modern philosophy has an ambivalent attitude towards man. On the one hand, philosophy’s interest in the
subject has been placing the human creature at the centre of its attention since renaissance; on the other hand
the subject of cognition needs to be cleared of its human aspects so scientific observation can be objective. The
“cogito” has been functioning since Descartes as the base of our determination of reality — however, mankind
must not consider itself to be the measure of all things.

This general question particularly illuminates the problem of anthropomorphism, that is, the fact that we can
only see the world from a human point of view which thus looks back at us with a ‘human’ eye. Be it our idea of
a divine creature, the concept of force in physics or the conscience of animals — we are always in danger of
humanizing what is not human. The possibility of entirely avoiding or at least critically employing
anthropomorphism has been much discussed by philosophers ever since the age of enlightenment.

This study follows the debate from Hume, Hamann and Kant via Feuerbach and Nietzsche up to Husserl, Cassirer
and Hans Jonas. In doing so, it differentiates between three types of anthropomorphism which can also be
understood as historically enfolding paradigms of cognitive science: thus the constructivist paradigm of
attribution replaces analogous thinking in the context of anthropomorphous observations of reality and is then
ruled out by the circular structure of self-understanding hermeneutics and participatory observation. Mankind
does not only face the world, it is also part of what it observes. Therefore the whole becomes evident when one
looks at its parts and vice versa.

In this work, Frank-Rutger Hausmann attempts to reconstruct the academic realm of the arts in the “Third
Reich” as a whole: not the whole academic field in all its details but the changes which occurred due to the
racial ideology of the time. The arguments and aims are similar throughout the different subjects. The author
documents the profound incision of the political alignment ('Gleichschaltung’) in the academic sector. In this
context, the questions of what occurred and why are at the centre of the investigation. For it remains a mystery
why countless scientists did not only accept but actively welcome the isolation from international academic
exchange, the expulsion of a large part of their colleagues, the constraint of joint research and the application of
archaic methods.

After a detailed overview of the national socialist academic system Hausmann outlines 49 subjects, including
theology, law and economics. The study focusses on the 23 German universities (Berlin, Bonn, Breslau, Erlangen,
Frankfurt a. M., Freiburg i. Br. GieBen, Gottingen, Greifswald, Halle, Hamburg, Heidelberg, Jena, Kiel, Koln,
Konigsberg, Leipzig, Marburg, Minchen, Munster, Rostock, Tubingen, Wurzburg), after 1938 the three Austrian
ones (Graz, Innsbruck, Wien) and eventually Posen, Prague and Strasbourg are included.

This book takes a close look at the autobiography A Prince of Thieves, which the international hotel thief and
impostor Georges Manolescu published in 1905, and its sequel Failed - From the Mind of a Criminal. These
works turn a criminal into a literary hero. Sprecher outlines the historical context by means of the studies
published by the criminologist Erich Wulffen. A developing academic criminology increasingly used literary proofs
in order to specify its concept of crime. Manolescu’s works, moreover, follow several literary traditions such as
autobiography, the picaresque novel, tall tales, prison literature and the literary description of crimes as it has
been created by Pitaval and Schiller as well as in the crime fiction of the 19" century.

The German Empire prepared the political, economical, psychological and sociological grounds for Manolescu’s
great success after 1900. But the Weimar Republic also saw a boom of frauds. Manolescu had several followers
who tried to earn money by narrating their crimes in the same way, such as Wilhelm Voigt (the “Captain of
Kopenick”), Harry Domela or Ignatz Strassnoff. The exact opposite is the case of Karl May, a real writer who
committed a criminal offence. Finally the author provides an analysis of the “noble criminal” — an internationally
known literary type which is still popular nowadays.
